	Outcomes:
General Outcome 2: 
· Students analyze a text to identify essential ideas and craft new meaning.

	Focus for the day:
· Today I will learn how to identify key words to create a meaningful and  impactful blackout poem.

	Differentiation:
· Slides for visuals
· Talk to text for students who require it for writing or reading 
· Allow students who need less work load to write less poems for their anthology.
· Walk through with students how to create an acrostic poem. 



	Lesson 14 Content: 
Slides:
No review as the previous class was a working class for their video project.
Hook (3 Minutes)
[bookmark: _heading=h.t3uiyw9iifxg]“The Hidden Poem Challenge”
1. Hold up a random photocopied page from a book, newspaper, or article.
2. Ask:
 “Who thinks there’s a poem hidden on this page?”
 (Most students will say: “There isn’t!”)
3. Circle 5–7 random words dramatically—nothing connected.
4. Step back and say:
 “This is the start of a poem… and today you’re going to turn ordinary text into extraordinary art.”
✨ Why it works: Creates instant curiosity and reframes text as something artistic.
What is Blackout poetry (3 Minutes)
· Blackout poetry is a form of erasure poetry, where you create a new poem by selecting words from an existing text and blacking out the rest. 
· The "found" words form a new poem, and the blacked-out areas can be used to create a unique visual art piece. 
· The goal is to change the original text and give it a new meaning. 
Examples (1-2 Minutes)
Look at examples with students and ask them:
· Are these examples of black out poems?
· Why or Why not?
Begin showing students how to create a black out poem (5 Minutes)
Activity (20-25 Minutes)
· Have students choose a few pages from a book and a colored piece of construction paper.
· Find a text in a book that has interesting words.
· Use a pencil to circle the interesting words you want to keep.
· Once you have a basic outline (circled words) black out the rest of the words with a black sharpie.
· Erase pencil marks and read your poem.
· Glue your poem to the construction paper and add it to your poetry anthology book.
Leave instructions showing from the slide for students to review if they need to. 

If there is any time left over students can work on their video assignment.


	Closure: 
Can you tell me…. 
· Which words did you decide to keep, and why?
· What was the hardest part of deciding what to remove?
· How does blackout poetry change the original meaning of the text?
