	Reflections: 
Week 1:

· I would also ensure that I complete a re-walk through the final project earlier than Thursday. This was a bit too late in my opinion. 
Week 3: 
· This week went faster than expected. Sean decided to take over all the review for the chapter after I completed the final slides on Monday. We had handed out the review sheet on Friday to allow the students a bit more time to work on them and their cheat sheets. 
· I finalized all the marking and student grades prior to the completion of my practicum
Overall Unit Reflections:
· This unit was much better completed than the first unit. I found my stride in the delivery of my lessons by reviewing all materials daily so that I was more confident teaching it. I tried a new activity and a custom made summative assessment. 
· The activity was suggested to me by my practicum supervisor and it took a few tries to find a good effective way to complete it. The second try worked way better than the first try and the students actually enjoyed it more. 
· The summative assessment turned out really great! I had 3 students allow me to keep their projects for examples for the next time I teach it. I would 100% use it again. I would however, change some of the way the questions in the research portion are worded as the students found a few confusing to understand. 
· Overall this unit was successfully completed in a good timeline. In the future I would add one more assessment in order to ensure that both learning objectives are properly met.
